On March 2, 2010, President Obama signed legislation that lengthened the time period for which individuals may receive the following unemployment benefit programs: 

The federally funded Emergency Unemployment Compensation (EUC) program has been extended from February 2010 to March 28, 2010. 

· For those not currently on the federal extension of benefits - Anyone exhausting their regular UI claim after March 27, 2010, will not be eligible to file for or receive a federal extension.

· For those already on the federal extension - After April 3, 2010, individuals with balances remaining at their respective Tier level may continue to be eligible for their remaining Tier entitlement until the week ending September 11, 2010. No federal EUC benefits will be paid after that time.

The Federal Additional Compensation (FAC) program, which allows states to pay an additional $25 for each week that an individual receives unemployment benefits, has been extended from February 2010 to March 28, 2010. 

· Unemployed workers have until the week ending April 3, 2010 to file a new initial claim for benefits to be eligible to receive FAC payments. Initial claims filed after April 3, 2010 are not eligible to receive FAC payments. 

· For those with an existing unemployment insurance or EUC claim, FAC payments will continue through the week ending October 9, 2010 for unemployment insurance claims filed prior to April 3, 2010.
